1st John 4:12-14 
And invisible God has visible influence on and through us; so that although we cannot see 
God, we can see His influence in the lives of believers who abide in Jesus Christ 
demonstrated by their expression of Christ-like impersonal love so God’s invisible 
influence on our lives is clearly visible by our expression of true unconditional impersonal 
love inside the plan of God. 
The supernatural power system provided by God the Father and sponsored by God the 
Holy Spirit, produces fantastic results in our expression of impersonal love so that God’s 
invisible influence on us becomes our visible impact on the world as an undeniable public 
testimony.

With God’s power system turned on, we generate honor, integrity and virtue toward all, 
which glorifies the Lord in our daily lives.
