
John 209 “The Son of Man is Glorified”   John 13:27-31 
The committed disciple’s greatest concern is for his Lord’s glory and therefore, he ever 
lives to experience and convey the glory of God to all. 
God the Father and the Lord Jesus are glorified in the explanation of the Gospel. 
When God wants to teach the angels of His wisdom, He points to the Church! 
And so, to accurately share the Gospel of Jesus Christ and His Father is to worship God  
in the highest sense. 
Galatians 6:10 Therefore, as we have opportunity, let us do good to all people, especially to 
those who belong to the family of believers. 
Human nature deceives us into thinking somehow our temporal earthly relationships will 
last forever. 
We should always aim to have no regrets when our loved ones pass. 
1st Thessalonians 4:13 Brothers and sisters, we do not want you to be uninformed about 
those who sleep in death, so that you do not grieve like the rest of mankind, who have no 
hope. 
Two people in history will operate in maximum religion and be called “sons of perdition” 
Judas Iscariot John 17:12 and the Beast, the man of sin or lawlessness 2nd Thessalonians 
2:3. 
Even though Satan has an indwelt member of the human race, he cannot hinder the plan of 
God. 
If the Lord Jesus can even respect the privacy of His betrayer, we ought to follow His 
example and respect everyone else’s privacy, friend or foe. 
The Lord Jesus Christ does not command agape love until He first demonstrates it with His 
completely relaxed mental attitude toward Judas in respecting  his free-will and his privacy 
to express it.  
Genesis 3:15 And I will put enmity between you and the woman and between your 
offspring and hers; He will crush your head and you will strike His heel.  
Psalm 41:9 Even My own familiar friend in whom I trusted, who ate My bread, has lifted 
up his heel against Me (an idiom for acted as a traitor to Me).
