
John 221  “The Spirit Of Truth”   John 14:15-17 
All of the world’s inheritances combined couldn’t compare with the legacy of the Lord 
Jesus Christ left behind for His disciples! 
1st Peter 1:4 and into an inheritance that can never perish, spoil or fade. This inheritance is 
kept in Heaven for you. 
Ephesians 1:17-18 I keep asking that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the glorious Father, 
may give you the Spirit of wisdom and revelation, so that you may know Him better. 18 I 
pray that the eyes of your heart may be enlightened in order that you may know the hope 
to which He has called you, the riches of His glorious inheritance in His holy people. 
Romans 8:9 You, however, are not in the realm of the flesh but are in the realm of the 
Spirit, if indeed the Spirit of God lives in you. And if anyone does not have the Spirit of 
Christ, they do not belong to Christ.   
A physical manifestation of the Lord Jesus would be a distraction, today! 
When we are properly soul breathing, inhaling biblical truth and exhaling confidence in 
God and courage toward circumstances, we can have the things of this life and be 
extremely happy with them or without them and therefore not be distracted or consumed 
by them. 
The Lord Jesus Christ’s physical absence from earth does not hinder our prayers. 
Effective prayer for a believer in Christ is addressed to God the Father, in the Name of His 
Son, Jesus and always in the power of the Holy Spirit. 
Every time a believer’s prayer is answered, it is the Father Who is glorified by means of 
His Son.  
God the Father is infinitely perfect and He can personally love imperfect man now without 
compromising His holiness because He is completely satisfied with the substitutionary work 
of His Son on man’s behalf. 
God is consistent in His love for us even when we are inconsistent in our attitude toward 
Him. 
Capacity is developed only when love for the giver far exceeds love for and occupation with 
the gifts. 
‘Agape’ love means respect for God’s free-will choices as well as the free-will choices of 
others. 
God’s maximum love for us motivated Him in His grace to provide maximum biblical truth 
for us to inhale and then exhale! 
The Lord Jesus is about to depart from earth and leave His disciples behind in the devil’s 
world and therefore, they desperately need help. 
In the Church Age, every believer is a target for demonic attack as Satan’s time is running 
out. 
The disciples received their marching orders draped in the best of encouragement from the 
Living Word, Jesus while He was present with them and now they receive their 
encouragement from the Holy Spirit Who will interpret the written Word for them.
